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Carlyle Lake is a 24,000-acre, 7 miles long and 3 miles wide, man-made lake. It is located 
approximately 60 miles east of St. Louis, Mo. The winds in May/June are moderate, 5-15 mph, with 
temperatures in the high 70s low 80s. Carlyle Lake provides excellent sailing and accommodations. 
 

Eligibility, Race Rules, Scoring and Awards: All Flying Scot competitors are eligible for this regatta.  
This Regatta will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing for 2009-2012 (RRS), the rules of the
